Absentee Owner Policy 
Background

Due to the increasing frequency of “absentee owners” during Certification, some related problems also tend to grow.  For example, agents or representatives don’t always relay the judges’ explanations accurately to their absentee owners. Then we hear from the owners weeks later wondering why a specific judgment was made the way it was.  On other occasions owners have walked away from their cars leaving the doors locked with the judging sheets still inside.   In some cases owners simply show up late leaving their cars covered at the time judging begins; and the owners are nowhere to be found.
Solution

Therefore, we need to make owners aware of an important new expectation.    Bloomington Gold has adopted an “Absentee Owner” policy, which is as follows:

NEW IN 2010:  All Owners are required to be present on judging day.  All Owners are required to be present at their car(s) at the time of judging by all of our Bloomington Gold judging teams (Stamps & Tags Judges and Class Judges).  Please note that all of our judging teams will not be at your car at the same time.  Judging is only completed when all judging sheets have been signed by the owner and the judging folder has been turned in.  Bloomington Gold will not communicate with any agent, restorer, representative, or any other family member of the owner.  Owner MUST be present to sign their judging sheet(s) or no certificate will be awarded.  If you are an owner with multiple cars on the judging field, you must follow closely the judging teams to know when they are getting to your car(s).  If the owner is a company, a principle of that company may represent the car, however, the registration and certificate must be in that principle’s name not the company’s name or the car will not be judged.
Bloomington Gold will make no attempts to locate an owner.  

Any exception from any of the above expectations must be approved by unanimous consent of all Division Directors as well as the Event Director.
